IHSMA SPECIALIST CERTIFICATION CLINICS 

 
IHSMA will again be offering specialist certification sessions for adjudicators.  Specialist Certification Sessions will be offered in 
the following areas:  Large Group, Show Choir, Jazz Choir, Jazz Band, and Marching Band. These sessions will last 1 hour and 
will be offered at the ICDA, IBA, and ISTA conferences as they are developed.  Attendance at one of these sessions will meet 
the re-certification requirements of IHSMA.  Those individuals that have obtained their specialist certification will be first consi-
dered when offering judging contracts.
